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AGREEMENT REACHED OUT OF THE POLICE NEGOTIATING BOARD

1. 
The Police Negotiating Board meetings on 30 January 1980 and 12 April 1984 delegated authority to the Independent Secretary and Official and Staff Side Secretaries to agree new rates on certain allowances as and when they were increased for local authority staff. Agreement has accordingly been reached out of Committee on new rates for incidental expenses allowance for those attending residential training courses. Details are set out in the attached memorandum.

2. 
The Secretaries of State for the Home Departments have approved the agreements, which require no amendment to Regulations.  Under the procedure set out in Home Office Circular 33/1983 and Scottish Office Home and Health Department Circular 3/1983, this circular provides authority to make payments at the new rates.

MEMORANDUM

The following agreement reached out of PNB has received the approval of the Secretary of State for the Home Department, the Scottish Ministers and the Secretary of State for Northern Ireland.

Incidental expenses allowance for those attending residential training courses.
The rates set out in PNB Circular 03/8 have been increased in line with the average of the December to December movement in the catering, alcohol and all items elements of the Retail Prices Index. 

The rate is £4.43 per night with effect from 1 January 2004 and the maximum allowance is £17.77 per week except where an officer has to attend for a week's course of training on the preceding Sunday night and will thus be in attendance for five nights.
