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AGREEMENT REACHED IN THE FEDERATED RANKS COMMITTEE 

1. At the meeting of the Federated Ranks Committee on 15 July 2004, agreement was reached on revised pay for cadets. Details are set out in the attached memorandum.

2. This agreement requires amendment to police cadets regulations.This PNB circular remains advisory until specific approval of the Secretary of State for the Home Department, Scottish Ministers and the Secretary of State for Northern Ireland have been given and does not confer authority* to implement the agreement.  Once approval has been given, it will be promulgated in Home Office, Scottish Executive Justice Department and Northern Ireland Office circulars.
