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AGREEMENT REACHED IN THE POLICE NEGOTIATING BOARD 

1. There has been a Police Arbitration Tribunal (PAT) award on the 2006 cadets’ pay increase. The PAT award has the effect of an agreement reached in PNB. Their award is that from 1 September 2006 there should be a 3% uplift in the pay of police cadets. Details are set out in the attached memorandum. 

2. The PAT award has been agreed by the Home Office, Scottish Executive Justice Department and Northern Ireland Office. A Home Office circular will follow shortly however, it has been agreed on this occasion that police authorities/forces should act on this circular with immediate effect.

3. The attached agreement will require amendments to the relevant determinations made under the Police Regulations 2003.
